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Abstract

This paper considers methods of increasing student awareness of the possible impact of a range of different styles and cultures on the form and content of material accessed via the Web. Groups of students studying human-computer interaction and systems development units were asked to consider their own and other students’ cognitive styles, learning styles and personality types (or cognitive profile). They were then asked, firstly, to consider how those different styles might affect user interface design and web material access and secondly to design and develop a system and interface on the basis of these considerations.
